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Introduction

Planning of development of any industry is impossible without the gen-
eral vision of this industry in the integral structure of national economy; it is
similarly difficult to implement strategies of the state level without a clear view
of the position of a country on the political map of the world, up-to-date
tendencies of the system of international relations. Therefore introduction of
complex strategies of regional development in Ukraine must be based on un-
derstanding of the future of the state, its contribution to prosperity of the world
community.

Contemporary global economy demands the developed sphere of ser-
vices, which determines strategic potential of a state. Tourism as one of non-
production industries is the source of substantial budget income, infrastruc-
ture development and employment for many countries. In addition, interna-
tional tourism activities result in cross-cultural exchange and business coop-
eration between the countries of a region. The experience of the most famous
tourist destinations proves the necessity and expedience of strategic planning
for such territories with participation of businessmen, administrative bodies
and local communities.

Topicality of the educational discipline "International tourism" is
confirmed by the high level of the country's involvement into the world market
of tourist services and the range of structural disparities that influence nega-
tively general indicators which represent the performance of the national
economy of Ukraine. The basic research fields are: theoretical substantiation
of the necessity of the balanced management of international tourist flows
and planning of development of the tourist industry of Ukraine both at the lev-
el of national economy and from the aspect of a region.

Educational programme aims to form the system of theoretical
knowledge, competences, applied abilities and skills in order to substantiate
necessary conditions and tasks of development of the tourist industry in
Ukraine and Kharkiv region, to increase the efficiency of projects of local de-
velopment in the tourist industry.

The subject of the discipline is the process of implementation of re-
gional tourist policy in Ukraine on the basis of strategic programmes of devel-
opment and peculiarities of functioning of world market at the present stage.

their completeness of implementation due to current changes in functioning of
national economy at the level of a separate administrative-territorial unit;

to review other regulatory acts which administrate activity of tourist en-
terprises in Ukraine, to offer possible means of its improvement;

to find out main factors which impede forming of tourist infrastructure in
Ukraine; to complement the model of co-operation of tourist industry with oth-
er industries of the national economy;

to know the basic approaches to making statistical tourist reports, to
develop the ways of improvement of collection and processing of primary
(hard) data;



to perform the analysis of tourist flows of a region, to determine the
most perspective markets of international tourism; to detect areas subsequent
development of which can result in the decline of economic security of a re-
gion; to develop the possible scenarios of the use of key advantages of tourist
infrastructure;

to calculate the rank of a region among other regions of Ukraine on the
basis of the main indicators of tourist activity, to find out structural imbalance
and work out the ways of its overcoming;

to determine the main factors of positive and negative influence on the
level of investment attractiveness of the tourist industry of a region, to deter-
mine priorities in realisation of business projects in the sphere of tourism in
accordance with the state and regional conceptions of development of a re-
gion.

/. Term Paper

A term paper is performed independently by a student according to a
teacher's advice during the study of a discipline in accordance with the
schedule of the educational process.

A term paper is performed in order that students should fix, deepen and
generalise knowledge, got during the studies; acquire and use practical skills
when solving the problems of enterprise development by forming a set of
strategies and selecting measures aimed at its realisation.

A term paper assumes the next elements of scientific research: practi-
cal value; complex system approach to the implementation of the tasks set;
theoretical use of advanced concepts and methodology and scientific devel-
opments; student’s own scientific work.

Practical value of a term paper lies in the basis of practical usability of
its results. The project can be regarded as practicable if it is performed in
accordance with the present problems of any tourist actor concerning its
needs to receive a country’s realistic data gathered over the row of years, and
the results of which fully or partly can be applied in the strategy of a country
or some regional plan of development.

Complex system approach to the topic development means that a
subject matter is examined from different points of view, such as: postulates
of theoretical base and practical experience, conditions of its realisation in
actual practice, analysis, substantiation of ways of improvement, etc. — in
close correlation and unique logic of setting the problem out.
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Application of modern methodology means that a student should
collect information about the newest achievements in a technique and re-
search technologies, use various methods of forming and realisation of a set
of strategies due to regional potential, approaches and criteria of determina-
tion and substantiation of choice of alternative strategies taking into consider-
ation dynamic environment when analysing the strategic positions of tourist
enterprises of a region and proving the ways of improvement of separate as-
pects of the object of researches.

When accomplishing a term paper, a student should show his creative
mind and abilities to research work, learn to solve theoretical and practical
problems as well as theoretical knowledge and professional practical skills.

12. System of Current and Final Assessment

In the process of studies students get necessary knowledge when at-
tending lectures, performing practical tasks due to the assessment of compet-
itiveness of the components of the national tourist industry in the context of its
entering the world tourist sphere. The most complicated questions are sug-
gested for consideration and discussion at seminar studies.

The assessment of students’ knowledge, abilities and skills includes the
following types of studies according to the programme: lectures, seminar and
practical studies, and also independent work and performance of term pa-

pers.

Control and assessment of students’ knowledge can be conducted in a
few ways:

12.1. Procedure of Current Assessment of Knowledge

The assessment of students’ knowledge at seminar and practical stud-
les and performance of individual tasks is based on a 12-mark scale due to
the following criteria:
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1) understanding, the level of learning the theory and methodology of
problems which are examined,

2) the level of learning the facts concerning the educational discipline;

3) acquaintance with the recommended references and up-to-date liter-
ature, Internet sources on the prescribed questions;

4) ability to combine theory with practice when solving realistic prob-
lems, performing tasks, making calculations for individual work and collective
disputes;

5) logic, structure, style of representation of material in written works
and while presenting reports, abilities to defend one’s position, to generalise
information and make conclusions.

The "excellent" mark (12 — 11 — 10 points) is put if a written task per-
formed by a student or his verbal answer meets all five noted requirements.
Absence of that or those constituent reduces the mark by the proper amount
of points. The assessment of knowledge during performance of independent
tasks is based on a 12-mark scale.

A term paper is the ancillary part of independent work of a student on
the educational discipline. The purpose of a term paper is to deepen theoreti-
cal knowledge, received by students in the process of studying the discipline.
A term paper is estimated due to the criteria of quality, independence of per-
formance and timely completion (according to the academic schedule). In
case some of the terms are not met, a teacher can lower the mark.

Intermediate test control is made four times a semester (two times with-
in the study of a module). A test contains questions of single and plural
choice in order to evaluate the learning of basic categories of the educational
discipline. The evaluation criteria are:

12 points — 99 — 100 % of right answers; 6 points — 45 — 54 % of right answers

11 points —91 — 98 % of right answers; 5 points — 36 — 44 % of right answers;

10 points — 82 — 90 % of right answers; 4 points — 27 — 35 % of right answers;
9 points — 73 — 81 % of right answers; 3 points — 18 — 26 % of right answers;
8 points — 64 — 72 % of right answers; 2 points — 9 — 17 % of right answers;
7 points — 55 — 63 % of right answers; 1 point —to 9 % of right answers.

Tests for intermediate control are selected from the general list of tests
of the correspondent modules.

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Current module control. Current module control is carried out and esti-
mated by two constituents: practical module control and theoretical lecture
module control. The mark for the practical part of module control is put as a
result of evaluation of knowledge of a student during seminar and practical
studies, individual work and intermediate test control due to the schedule of
educational process.

Lecture module control is carried out in writing according to the proper
guestion cards which contain questions of all module themes. Thus, after the
study of themes 1-9 (module 1) students of daily form of studies are exam-
ined with Task 1 of current module control. Accordingly, after the study of
themes 10-14 (module 2) Task 2 is performed.

Theoretical part of a module control task contains: either theoretical
guestions or tests of the closed and opened forms. Practical part of a module
control task consists of practical tasks (cases) of different leves of complica-
tion (stereotype, diagnostic, heuristic) and other elements of practical training.

To sum up the work of a student under a substantial module the final

mark for current module control is put down, it is composed of the marks of
practical module control and lecture module control.
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Final written examination. An indispensable condition to the final ex-
amination is positive assessment of a current module control of knowledge.

An examination paper consists of three parts (types of tasks), each one
Is estimated separately, and the sum of results makes a general mark. If one
of the tasks is not executed, 1 point (for every unfulfilled task) is subtracted
from the total sum of points. In case of a fractional sum, rounding is conduct-
ed for benefit of a student. A maximal possible mark is 12 points due to the
scale of KhNUE.

Total time for examination is 2 astronomic hours.

Assessment criteria

1st task — a situational one. On the basis of knowledge and skills gained
during auditorium and independent studies a student must offer the complex
of activities for the certain project of tourist infrastructure development of a
region, substantiating his own vision of current situation and future prospects
in case of project implementation. The task is considered as executed, if a
student answers all questions of the introductory part and presents decent
complex of activities in relation to a basic question. The task is maximally es-
timated in 4 points.

2nd task — a theoretical one. Contains 3 theoretical questions. A student
gets the highest mark, if not only the theoretical part (i.e. the capacity to learn
and retell the material is demonstrated) is revealed, but also the new ap-
proach to solving of a problem is offered, disputable issues are enlightened
and so on. The task is maximally estimated in 3 points (1 for every question,
in case of incomplete answer — 0,5 points).

3rd task — a practical (calculated) one. Aims to estimate the ability of a
student to analyse economic data, make conclusions in relation to temporal
and structural tendencies of functioning of world and national tourist industry.
The highest mark demands correct calculations (if necessary), sound analysis
of the situation, additional references in the summary. Conclusions must be
clear and contain concrete recommendations. The task is maximally estimat-
ed in 5 points.
