Annotation. The aim of the second part of the article is to consider the
direction of economic statistics and probability theory in the early period of S.
Kuznets's academic biography. The place and content of statistical, in
particular, mathematical and statistical methods of research in the scientific
legacy of S. Kuznets teachers are considered and compared: at Columbia
University - U. Mitchell (1874-1948), and in the Kharkov commercial institute
— V. F. Levitsky (1854- 1939), A. N. Antsiferov (1867-1943) and S. N.
Bernshtein (1880-1968). The author comes to conclusion that there is a
certain similarity in the methodology of the works of representatives of both
Colombian and Kharkiv academic schools, which was conditioned by the
general tendencies in economic science development in the late nineteenth
and early twentieth centuries. In particular, these are the authority of J. St.
Mill's philosophy of economic research, development of ideas of the German
school, rethinking of the marginalist revolution. Thus, "empiricism" in W.
Mitchell's research was conditioned by exploration for an alternative to the
theory of utility an "institutional" model of human economic behavior. At the
end of the 1910s and early 1920s, both in Ukraine and in the United States, a
revolutionary process in economic science was associated with the
adaptation of mathematical and statistical methods. In Ukraine, it meant the
abandonment of the deterministic worldview, which required the struggle of
thoughts and views. One can state the familiarity of S. Kuznets with both
academic traditions and the wide involvement of Russian-language sources
of scientific information in his activities in the 1920s.
