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THE NECESSITY OF COMPREHENSIVE REFORMS FOR
UKRAINE’S GEOPOLITICAL STABILITY

The tragic events associated with the full-scale aggression of Russia against
Ukraine, which began on February 24, 2022, made Ukraine a «forced subject»
of world geopolitics. In the terminology of Max Weber, Ukraine became
a geopolitical subject «by chance». Ukrainians unwittingly found themselves at the
epicenter of a geopolitical confrontation between a global coalition of democracies
(the «Ramstein Group» of more than 50 countries) and an alliance of autocracies
(Russia, Belarus, Iran, North Korea, and behind the scenes China). This is the
global context of the war in Ukraine.

The local significance of this conflict is that it is a belated anti-colonial,
independence, defensive, and just war for Ukraine. Based on this, it is important
to emphasize that the struggle for Ukraine’s state sovereignty and independence has
automatically turned it into an important geopolitical player in the modern world.

This geopolitical subjectivity of Ukraine can also be called «extreme»
compared to normal or stable geopolitical subjectivity. Stable geopolitical
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
