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THE DEFINITION OF THE CONCEPT OF THE TOURISM
INDUSTRY AND ITS ROLE IN THE ECONOMY OF UKRAINE

The essence of the concept of the tourism industry under the modern conditions of economic
transformation has been studied. The role of tourism in the economy of the state has been defined.
The definition of the tourism industry given by domestic and foreign scientists has been analyzed
and the content of this concept has been clarified. The rating of the Ukrainian tourism industry in
the world and its development prospects have been analyzed. The influence of the tourism industry
on the formation of the gross domestic product has been identified. The components of certain
types of contribution in the chain of the gross domestic product have been determined. In the
absence of tourism among the industries of the economy in the general classificator, the expediency
of setting tourism as a separate industry has been proved. The structure of the elements of the
tourism industry has been improved and their value and place have been grounded. The necessity
of determining all economic activities that directly or indirectly shape the tourism industry and
participate in its development has been justified. Conclusions have been drawn based on the need
to form specific objectives to be performed by the domestic tourism industry.

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Tourism is a sector of the economy of the non-productive
sphere including the enterprises and organizations which
satisfy tourists' needs for tangible and intangible services.

In the last decade tourism became an integral part of
the world economy. Its phenomenon is able to solve econo-
mic, social, public, environmental problems. Many countries
consider tourism to be an effective economic mechanism. It is
taken for granted that tourism has already produced a sub-
stantial impact on the development of economies. The economic
importance of tourism to a destination is commonly underap-
preciated and extends well beyond the core of hospitality and
transportation sectors.

The modern conditions of the world economy consider
tourism as a single socio-economic space. All countries take
part in the global tourism development.

Many countries have managed to increase their partici-
pation in the global economy through development of international
tourism. Tourism development has been increasingly viewed

as an important tool for promoting economic growth, job
opportunities, advancing food security, etc. Tourism can play
a significant role in the balanced sustainable development to
generate net benefits for the whole economy.

According to the recent statistic researches the total
contribution of the tourism industry to the global economy is
over 7.5 trln USD while the number of international tourist
arrivals worldwide is about 1.1 bn people [1].

Income from tourist services is a special way of obtaining
foreign currency without the export of products and labor, i.e.,
they are "invisible exports". For some countries the income
from foreign tourism has become the main source of foreign
currency earnings. It has a great impact on many sectors of
the economy: construction (particularly railways), transport
and communications, public catering enterprises and public
utilities, retail trade and some services.

However Ukraine hasn't still defined the role of the tourism
industry, its objectives and the environment. The use of tourism
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resources has been far from highly efficient which sufficiently
decreases the development of every single region and the state
on the whole.

The main objective of the article is to analyze the
definition of the tourism industry as given by scientists, to define
the place of the Ukrainian tourism industry and to find the alterna-
tives for the tourism to become a qualitatively new economic
tool and an integral part of the socio-economic life in Ukraine.

The main condition for the development of tourism in
Ukraine is creation of a favorable legal and economic environ-
ment aimed at creating a competitive domestic and international
markets tourism product that requires efficient use of natural
and historical-cultural potential of Ukrainian tourist destinations
and ensuring their socio-economic interests and environmental
safety.

Undoubtedly, the causes of the industry's low develop-
ment consist in the complicated socio-economic situation in
the country, absence of a stimulation mechanism for the tourist
industry.

Nowadays, the role and problems of the tourism industry
development in the world and in Ukraine especially, have been
described in the scientific researches by: M. Zulfikar who under-
lines that tourism is closely connected with a wide list of re-
sources, the government should modernize the approaches to
the increase of the efficiency of its usage in order to lower the
costs; K. A. Muzychenko [2] who points out that the Ukrainian
industry is a prospective business which can only be developed
by the systematic state strategy implementation and economic
logic; V. I. Tsybukh [3] who underlines the importance of the
investment as an integral part of the successful aspect of the
tourism industry development. And it is sufficient, no matter
whether the investments are foreign or domestic.

The mentioned problems demand a new governmen-
tal attitude to the tourism by setting it in a single industry. This
requires the most complete definition and structural elements.

Everyone gains from a properly managed tourism. Tourism
can be especially important in regional areas because it diver-
sifies the area's economic base and expands the employment
market.

In its broadest sense, the tourism industry is the total
of all businesses that directly provide goods or services to
facilitate business, pleasure and leisure activities away from
the home environment. The authors consider it important to em-
phasize the direct and indirect influence on the tourism industry.

The Ukrainian Law "On tourism" [4] does not include
a definition of the tourism industry. So, a misunderstanding
of the interaction between the enterprises, organizations,
and authorities occurs. A governmental strategy as to the
tourism industry development seems to be "self-regulation".
It is really dangerous and unwise to let the industry develop
on its own, as tourism in Ukraine faces with plenty of problems
and obstacles which should be mentioned:

1. The system of legislation and regulatory support for
the industry.

2. Infrastructure support.

3. Environmental safety.

4. Political and economic instability.

5. Quialified industry professionals.

6. Unfavorable investment climate.

Governments around the world recognize the economic
importance of tourism and its role in the development of the
state and regions [1]. Table 2 shows the development of the
Ukrainian tourism industry in the years 2013 — 2014.

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The most essential criterion identifying the structure of
the tourism industry is the share of inbound and outbound
tourism. Scientists argue on the optimal ratio of these flows,
but it is usually recommended to keep the outbound flow less
than the inbound one.

Nine countries with significant progress in the develop-
ment of the tourism industry were chosen (Table 3). The choice
of the countries is reasoned geographically (the listed countries
represent all the continents).

Among the countries with positive tourist flows one can
distinguish a group of countries with high economic performance,
where tourism, in turn, is not the main income (Australia, France),
and countries like Croatia, where tourism is a major revenue
for the national economy.

Basing on the data, it is possible to identify a tendency
that countries with much higher GDP/capita (Australia, USA,
and France) have a positive balance of tourist flows. Thus,
positive economic indicators in tourism and the importance of
the industry, largely depend on the overall socio-economic
indicators.

For the last ten years the tourist flows in Ukraine have
a tendency towards outbound tourism prevailing. Reducing
the outflow of foreign currency abroad is a government priority
and the tourist industry should not be an exception. The eco-
nomic recession in Ukraine will automatically decrease the
number of departures of tourists abroad. Even the recession
could have a positive impact on the development of domestic
consumption of the tourist product, because the decreasing
opportunity to relax and go abroad will force the Ukrainians to
use the national tourism product, and this requires solutions
to a number of specific problems and implementation of effec-
tive transformations.

The tourism industry contribution to GDP is the data
of the primary importance to be analyzed. Table 4 con-
tains GDP-related indexes that appropriately describe the
tourism industry development in the mentioned nine co-
untries.

Low indicators of tourism activity of Ukraine in the
world tourism market show weak competitiveness of the in-
dustry [3].

The given data proves the fact that countries with
better economic indexes essentially lead in the tourism in-
dustry development.

Tourism's economic impacts are therefore an impor-
tant consideration in the state, regional and community
planning and economic development. Economic impacts are
also important factors in marketing and management decisions.
Communities therefore need to understand the relative importance

of tourism to their region, including tourism's contribution to
economic activity in the area.

Gross domestic product characterizes the growth rate
and the level of the economy development. Often GDP is
used to estimate the level of life of the population of the state.
The higher is the rate, the higher is the level of life. Taking
into account that GDP characterizes the level of the whole
economy development, a detailed look at the process of its
formation should be taken.

Figure 1 shows the contribution of the tourism industry
to GDP.

The direct contribution of travel and tourism to GDP
reflects the "internal" spending on travel and tourism (total
spending within a particular country on travel and tourism by
residents and non-residents for business and leisure purposes)
as well as government "individual" spending i.e. spending by
government on travel and tourism services directly linked to
visitors, such as cultural (e.g. museums) or recreational (e.g.
national parks).

The "induced" contribution measures the GDP and
jobs supported by spending of those who are directly or
indirectly employed by the travel and tourism industry. The
total contribution of the tourism industry includes its "wider im-
pacts” (i.e. the indirect and induced impacts) on the economy [5].

The study of various structures is associated with
understanding the place and role of tourism in the national
economy, in its component systems, with determination of the
ways of their more effective functioning. The organizational
structure of the economy characterizes the relationship between
different elements of social production both vertically and
horizontally. Currently, this system structures include hundreds
of thousands of associations, enterprises and organizations of
the production complex and non-productive sphere.

The general classification of industries is divided into
the material production sphere and the non-productive sphere.
The sphere of material production consists of the industries
that determine the kinds of activities that bring material benefit
in the form of products, energy, in the form of handling, storage,
sorting, packaging and other functions, which make a continuation
of production in the sphere of circulation, in particular trade
and general commercial activities to ensure the functioning of
the market. Other activities are in the non-productive sphere.

Economic activity in Ukraine is carried out on the basis
of choosing a certain type of economic activity. The classifier
of economic activities helps to determine this [6].

The classifier does not set tourism activity in a sepa-
rate branch, and creates a special industry group (under the
code 91 620) in the industry of health, physical culture and
social security (91 000), which brings together enterprises, insti-
tutions and organizations that produce goods and services to
serve tourists and visitors to meet their needs. This fact gives
reason to select tourism as a separate industry. Firstly, it is
connected with world famous tourism as a social phenomenon
and financial returns, as an economic phenomenon. It should
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be noted that the basis of functioning of the tourism industry is
the creation and promotion of a tourist product. Figure 2 below
shows the structure of the tourism industry, which essentially
creates and implements a tourism product.

The interaction of the socio-economic cycle is completed
by providing consumers with a certain set of values (a tourism
product), aiming to satisfy tourist needs of the population. It is
necessary to reveal the contents, effect and significance of
each group of elements of the industry:

1. Transportation and mass communication (Table 5).

Transportation is one of the most important conditions
for the promotion of tourist services. This is presented by the
transport infrastructure (air, rail, water, road, public transport),
which performs the function of a comfort and speed conductor
to certain tourist sites and destinations. The transport component
with its traffic, affordability (economic, that is the price level,
and formal, i.e. the time to get to the airport or a train station) is
an important condition for the formation of the national tourism
market and its interaction at the regional and global levels [7].

Mass communication in this group is mainly the elements
of telecommunication and the Internet. Due to them, all these
elements have the ability to establish and maintain continuous
communication.

2. Promotion and selling of tourism services (Table 6).

This group of elements is represented by the activity
of travel agencies, tour operators, tourist information office,
etc. They ensure the availability and diversification of the market
offer in the field of tourism. These enterprises directly form
a tourist product of different consumer characteristics. But the
promotion of the tourist product is impossible without advertising.
Therefore, companies that specialize in providing services in
the advertising sector are also associated with the process of
realization of a tourist product.

4. Financial, insurance, medical organizations (Table 8).

This group of elements is represented by banking
institutions that provide insurance services, and simplicity of
money usage through international payment systems. Compulsory
insurance is also an indirect service that is always used by
tourists going abroad. And the third element in this group is
medical care, which comes in need when tourists face with
health problems while traveling.

5. Trading and entertainment (Table 9).

The trading and entertainment facilities in this group
include shopping malls, fairs, exhibitions, parks, zoos,
amusement parks, etc. Objects of entertainment make an
integral part of tourism resources and provide recreation and
leisure for tourists. It should be noted that entertainments
have a regular contact with the trade, after all, selling of
souvenirs, food and other commodity reflects the nature of
tourism in the region.

3. Food and accommodation (Table 7).

The elements of this group should include such places
of temporary accommodation, as hotels, motels, hostels,
campgrounds, etc. The eating places are restaurants, cafes,
bars, canteens, mobile trade food, drinks. These facilities
provide a primary need of a tourist as a person.

6. State and civil administration (Table 10).

This group represents the government and public
authorities which establish and implement the state policy in
the field of tourism with the help of laws, bylaws, regulations
of the Cabinet of Ministers, orders of the President. Coordination
of the state policy is carried out by local authorities (regional
and city departments and tourism offices). The activity of public
organizations in tourism, which are different federations, unions,
association, etc. are also important.

7. Education and science (Table 11).

This group presents educational institutions that
provide training of specialists for the tourism industry, as well
as scientific centers, institutions dealing with the problems
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of functioning and development of the industry. This link is
intended to create professional specialists and profound
scientific basis. This group of elements is really important
nowadays, as the industry requires a strong intellectual
impetus for the effective management in both the public and
private sectors.

One of the main problems of the tourism industry
in Ukraine is the cost of services. This concerns high prices
of accommodation and transport services as well. And these
problems are skillfully used by foreign tour operators, producing
a wide range of offers for the national market with a relatively
inexpensive prices in the countries of Greece, Turkey, ltaly,
Bulgaria, where the level of service, as a rule, is superior to
that offered by the destinations in our country [8].

In many countries tourism is the priority direction of
development of the national economy and culture. This is due
to the dynamism, high profitability and a large positive socio-
economic and cultural impact of tourism on developing countries.

The authors consider tourism as an influential tool which
is able to:

provide socio-cultural needs;

maintain an inflow of foreign currency;

strengthen international relations;

provide development of weak economic regions;

bring about environmental improvement.

The development of the Ukrainian tourist industry will
strengthen its links with other priority areas of social, economic
and cultural development of individual regions and the whole
country. This will lead to the credence to Ukraine in the world
market of tourist services, strengthening the economy, an in-
crease of the revenues in the state and local budgets, attract-
ing foreign currency and various investments. Moreover it will
create a powerful industry, new jobs, preservation of historical
and cultural heritage, the advancement of the spiritual potential
of the society.

To achieve such a level the Ukrainian tourism industry
requires solid governmental support. The governmental
support consists in a modern approach based on the socio-
economic expediency and logic. A new financial program for
the industry development is required as well. The program
should base on the strong opportunities of the national tourism
industry and the development vector of the tourist flows (whether
it is reasonable to develop inbound or domestic tourism). The
main target for the industry to start developing is the governmental
understanding that tourism is a brand new effective tool for
increasing the socio-economic indexes.

The research findings prove that the indexes of the
tourism industry development in Ukraine are far away from
the desired and achievable. Besides, the understanding of the
definition of what the tourism industry is, leads to the
awareness of the socio-economic processes in tourism and
the main elements that take part in the creation of a tourist
product. The further tourism development will depend on the
real place and governmental attitude to the industry.

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ANALYSIS OF CUSTOMS PAYMENTS AS A SOURCE
OF THE STATE BUDGET OF UKRAINE

In the present market economy in Ukraine, special attention is paid to the issues of state
regulation of foreign economic activity (FEA), namely customs duties, which are an essential tool
for tariff regulation. The place and value of customs duties in the general system of the state
budget of Ukraine have been defined. Such scientific methods as comparative analysis and the
monographic method; the method of economics and statistics, and grouping have been used.
A theoretical analysis of scientific and legislative acts defining the essence of the concept "customs
duties" has been made, to form the author's approach to the understanding of their economic
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essence. A comparative analysis of the obligatory customs payments has been conducted after
several criteria. Examination of the statistical data has revealed the dynamics of the collection of
customs revenues in the budget of Ukraine for the period from 2007 to 2013. In order to establish
the significance level of customs duties in the formation of the state budget, their value and place
among other types of taxes have been identified. Exports and imports of Ukraine from 1995 to
2013 have been analyzed. This income coefficient has been used to calculate the relationship
between the volume of foreign trade and government revenues from taxes on international
activities. This ratio has been calculated for the time periods before and after Ukraine's getting the
status of a full member of the WTO. The value of the coefficient of income depends on several
main factors: the level of tax rates and the dollar exchange rate against the national currency. The
distribution of customs rates on goods before and after Ukraine's accession to the WTO has been
shown. The main ways to improve the system of customs and tariff regulation of foreign trade

activities in Ukraine have been formed.

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GENDER BUDGETING AT THE LOCAL LEVEL
AS A TOOL FOR IMPROVING THE BUDGET FUND EFFICIENCY

The gender budgeting issues have been investigated as a tool for improving the budget
funds efficiency, providing gender equality and fair distribution of budget expenditures according to

gender.

The theoretical and methodological principles of the gender budgeting and preconditions for
bringing it in the budget process, particularly at the local level have been studied.

To solve the problems determined in the article, the following research methods have been
applied: the systematic method, the abstract and logical method, the method of comparison and
guantitative analysis of the financial and economic indicators.

Based on the results of analysis of the national legislation in the relevant field, a conclusion
has been drawn about the existence of preconditions for integration of gender approaches to the

budgeting of social spheres.

A pilot project "Gender Budgeting in Ukraine" funded by the Swedish International Development
Agency (SIDA) was implemented in Ukraine within 2011 — 2012 years. The project participants

were Ilvano-Frankivsk and Luhansk regions.

Within the project implementation some budget programs have been analyzed in order

to assess their gender aspects. These programs were "Youth of Prykarpattia”, "The Development
of Education in Ivano-Frankivsk region" and the Regional Program for Physical Culture and Sports
Development in Luhansk region.

Based on the analysis of the budget programs a conclusion has been drawn about
the expediency of introducing the gender budgeting elements in the budget planning process
and the necessity of the integration of gender aspects (e.g. gender equality performance indicators)
in the program-target method (PTM). An integrated model for introduction of gender budgeting

elements in the main components of the PTM has been developed.

RESEARCH INTO BUSINESS CYCLES OF PENSION DYNAMICS

L. Yakimova

The long-term trend of the demographic aging of population and the non-linear character
of the economic processes make it necessary to permanently correct the pension policy both in the
long-term perspective, and in the context of changing economic conditions. The parameters of the
cyclical dynamics of the functioning of the PAYG pension system have been analyzed. The cyclical
indicators of fluctuations of the Pension Fund of Ukraine (PFU) deficit have been identified.
The research is based on the following hypotheses: the dynamics of the pension system can be
modeled and somehow predicted: the knowledge of the general laws and modern features of the
dynamics of operation of the pension system and the factors that determine the dynamics, gives
grounds for modeling and scientific forecasting of the general probable tendencies of its long-term
development; the pension system as a subsystem of the social and economic system of the country
is subject to the general laws of its development, in particular, the nonlinear (cyclical) nature of the
economic processes determines the nonlinear dynamics of the processes of pension provision.
The analysis is focused on the time series of indicators of three types: performance indicators
(average pension, replacement rate) and financial sustainability (PFU deficit/surplus) of the PAYG
pension system; macroeconomic indicators (GDP growth, compensation of employees, employment).
To highlight the long-term trend and the cyclical component, Hodrick — Prescott filter was used in
the matrix form. The estimation of volatility, persistence, synchronicity of time series changes has
been made. The features of the cyclical fluctuations of the financial sustainability and performance
of the PAYG pension system have been identified: the cycles of the average pension and the PFU
deficit correspond the business cycles of J. Kitchin; pension indicators show high volatility, which
logically increases during the global crisis; in relation to the business cycle, the average pension is
a countercyclical indicator, the PFU deficit and replacement rate are acyclic indicators; the average
pension is a leading indicator of the PFU deficit. The developed software makes it possible to carry
out further research on the nonlinear dynamics of the pension provision, including the non-state one.

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HUMAN POTENTIAL DEVELOPMENT
AS A FACTOR OF BRICS ECONOMIC GROWTH

The great importance of the BRICS economies has been emphasized, these economies
being dynamically developing and occupying a leading position in the global dimension of econo-
mic growth. The attention has been focused not only on the geopolitical and economic prospects of
BRICS, but also on determining their relationship with the progress in human development of the
member countries. The BRICS countries have been proved to show both close and opposite
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peculiarities and challenges of economic development. The considered factual data of the progress
and funding of human potential in BRICS countries have proved asymmetry between them in both
human development trends in quantitative and qualitative aspects, and the priority areas of its
intensification. Given the high availability of other resources (natural, financial, human in the quan-
titative aspect), the high quality human potential is only at the start of its way as a leading engine of
the economic growth in these countries moving to the knowledge economy and information
society. In total, the statistical and SWOT-analysis used in the study of the economic development
of the BRICS countries confirmed nonidentical concepts of growth and development: the latter,
in addition to improving guantitative indicators inherent in the growth, provides a qualitative develop-
ment of key social parameters, the most important of which is the level of human development.
The BRICS countries differ substantially in both the levels and elements of human development,
and the methods, directions and efficiency of the national economy modernization. Out of all the
members of the group, human development serves as a catalyst for economic growth only in China
and India. The main challenges for the BRICS countries are institutional development, intensified
construction of the social and economic infrastructure and acceleration of the reforms. The priorities
of China and India are to expand domestic demand and increase welfare. As to Brazil, Russia and
South Africa, their current dependence on exports of natural resources and raw materials requires

diversification of the economic activity.

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TARGET PROGRAMS OF DEVELOPMENT AS AN EFFECTIVE TOOL
FOR STATE REGULATION OF THE AGRO-INDUSTRIAL COMPLEX

K. Bondarevska

The features of the state and regional target programs designed to ensure the development
of the agro-industrial sector of Ukraine have been reviewed; their current features have been
defined; a mechanism of effective implementation of relevant programs in terms of the European
integration aspirations of Ukraine has been offered.
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The features of the target agro-industrial development programs have been analyzed and
effective implementation ways have been substantiated.

The general scientific methods (in particular, synthesis and analysis, induction and deduction),
as well as special methods (abstract and logical, monographic, statistical and economic and so
on), have been used to analyze the specific target programs in the agrarian sector, the programs
and concepts of the rural development and regional programs for the effective functioning of the
agricultural sector (with Dnipropetrovsk region taken as an example).

In the process of research on the implementation of the target programs some negative
tendencies have been discovered, particularly in the context of comparison of the planned and actual
indexes. Both the problematic aspects of functioning of the agrarian sector and problems that
hinder the achievement of the economic and social effect of target development programs have
been identified. In particular, insufficient financing and inefficient use of trust funds and contradictions
of the legislative leverage hinder the practical implementation of the above programs. In the author's
opinion, an important step towards solving the current problems should be the strengthening of state
control over the process of implementation of the programs and concepts, extension of counselling,

training and consulting services.

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THE RELATIONSHIP BETWEEN SOCIAL CAPITAL
AND TRANSACTION COSTS

The definition of the concept "social capital" has been analyzed. The essential characteristic
of social capital has been disclosed through the determination of its structure, basic elements, the
state of social capital, the reasons for its formation. An important component of the formation of the
concept of social capital has been identified, which is the analysis of its forms — structural and
cognitive capital. Structural capital is formed through social institutions, networks, associations and
it provides certain basic rules to be followed by them. The cognitive component of social capital is
made up of trust, relations, values, norms and behaviors.

A number of features that reveal the essence of social capital, to be more exact — its elements,
have been selected and the way they impact on the level of transaction costs has been identified.
The nature of transaction costs has been identified and their classification has been considered.
The role of social capital in relation to transaction costs has been studied, which is to minimize the
latter. The criterion of coordination of interests of different agents has been analyzed, which is an
essential feature, characterizing the transaction costs, and which depends on the accepted norms
and rules that are among the components of the definition of social capital. Guarantees have been
selected as a result of the coordination of interests. The need to provide guarantees has been
clarified, these guarantees being characterized by uncertainties which arise due to limited
rationality and opportunism, which are behavioral prerequisites for transaction costs and possibly
their increase. Developing rules and adherence to them enhances the guarantee and reduces
transaction costs arising from uncertainty, but it should be noted that this process also adds to
transaction costs. The efficiency of making new rules has been determined for the cases where the
costs of making rules are less than the amount by which the transaction costs are reduced as
a result of the introduction of a new rule. The rules have been found to be effective only with the
established mechanism of their protection and can be considered institutions, whose changing is
an effective tool for reducing transaction costs.

The process of formation of social capital has been investigated and the relationship of social
capital and the transaction costs at the microlevel, which corresponds to an individual, mezoorga-
nizational level, and the macroeconomic level has been proved.

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In the modern economic system based on competi-
tion, innovation and knowledge is the basis of economic
development. An industrial company acts as a primary link of
both supply and demand for innovation. Engineering plays
a special role in the economy through innovative development
to influence the technical and technological base of other
companies. Particular attention has been paid to the machine-
building complex in a number of works, but its development
has not been sufficiently studied.

The organization of innovation in the company has been
the subject of research by many scientists such as V. Hrynova,
V. Vlasenko, S. llliashenko, R. Fatkhutdinov [1 — 3] etc., but in
many cases the study of this complex function was limited to
innovation management recommendations for forming or reforming
organizational structures or advice on the best options for inno-
vation at the enterprise. K. Pavitt, W. Abernathy, J. Quinn [4 — 6]
developed a classification of enterprises according to the dif-
ferent characteristics of their innovation activity. These studies,
on the one hand, do not make it possible to conclusively
choose the most effective way for innovative development
of machine-building enterprises, on the other hand, they prove
a complex and heterogeneous structure of the industry.

These approaches don't take into account the company,
its market environment and innovation potential, and narrow
the concept of organization innovation, which reduces the
effectiveness of the implementation of these recommenda-
tions into practice.

The research aims to develop a rational use of dif-
ferent types of organizational support for innovation in differ-
ent groups of machine-building enterprises.

Organizational support of innovation (OSI) is a set of
rules and structures that create conditions for a normal prog-
ress of innovative processes, implementation of plans; sup-
port the system at the required level by providing the necess-
ary resources, organization of relationships between the
individual elements and eliminate deviations that may occur in
the system. OSI has a complex structure, where each of the
parameters can act in different ways [7].

Improving OSI is an important tool for raising the ef-
fectiveness of innovation enterprises, but in the case of the
engineering complex, formation of effective recommendations
and borrowing practices is complicated by the heterogeneity
of the industry. To study the patterns of innovation, machine
building is divided into four groups depending on the charac-
teristics of the applicable technologies, products, market type,
features of consumer products (Table 1).

Development of common recommendations for orga-

nizational support at various engineering companies is com-
plicated by the specifics of the industry: companies have to
deal with different types of markets, and market demands as

to the product and degree of innovation have certain features.
So, several types of innovative strategies have been offered to
make organizational mechanisms consistent with the overall
business strategy and innovation. Depending on the type of
machine-building enterprise, as defined in Table 1, and
innovation capacity of enterprises, it would be appropriate to
recommend a particular system of organizational support,
a set of polar patterns that allow a particular company to adapt
a system to its specificity. For enterprises with low innovation
potential, the minimum necessary and, if possible, free and
low-cost tools that, nevertheless, can activate innovation at
the enterprise and simultaneously increase its innovation
potential have been given. For businesses with high innovation
potential the most effective tools have been recommended,
which at the same time require the mobilization of a significant
amount of material and human resources.

The combination of the three variants of development
of the innovative potential of an enterprise and innovative ex-
pression of the three options needs can distinguish nine typi-
cal situations which may take place at an industrial enterprise.
Each of the above situations corresponds to a certain innova-
tion strategy that aims to change the situation of enterprises
towards improving their own position (an increase of the inno-
vation potential and meeting current needs). In turn, the inno-
vation strategy defines the parameters of OSI (Table 3).

On the basis of OSI types that are appropriate to
different innovative strategies of engineering enterprises one
can identify two ways in which approaches to the formation of
organizational structures differ, which is a key component of
the organizational support. Firstly, it is works on the main
innovation cycle at the enterprise or involvement of external
structures in the implementation of work. Secondly, it is
selection of individual business units for work of the main
innovation cycle and providing support to it or rejection of the
formation of such structural elements.

Thus, a variety of engineering enterprises do not make
it possible to create a single most effective system of innovation.
The proposed approach takes into account the peculiarities of

the internal and external environment of the company and its
innovative potential in the selection of organizational support
for innovation. The study identified four basic types of organi-
zational support for innovation of engineering enterprises. For-
malizing selection criteria and analysis of the shortcomings of
each type of organizational support is the subject of further research.
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RISK MANAGEMENT DESIGN OF INVESTMENT PROJECTS
AT POWER GENERATION ENTERPRISES

Electric power industry as a leading energy sector of Ukraine needs constant renewal and de-
velopment. Therefore, realization of investment projects aimed at the modernization and reconstruction
and at the construction of new power generation enterprises is appropriate. Since the process of project
implementation is accompanied by a number of risks, in this case, a question arises as to the necessity
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of designing risk management of investment projects. Resolving this issue has become the purpose
of the study, for which theoretical and empirical methods of scientific knowledge have been used. Risk
management is an effective tool by which risks are minimized and the planned project objectives
are achieved. As a result of the research, the scientific and methodical approach to the design of risk
management of investment projects at power generation enterprises has been improved. The basis
of the study is the project for construction of power units No. 3, 4 at Khmelnytska nuclear power
plant. The design was based on the identification of project characteristics that form the background
of the risks. The expediency of taking into consideration the type of contract for the further
redistribution of risks between project participants has been determined. The necessity of risk
management integration using the system, process and situational approaches has been revealed.
The details of the business process "risk management" which is aimed at the integrity of the investment
project management, and the support of both basic and providing processes have been described.
Thus, the integration of risk management through systematic, process and situational approaches
provided an opportunity to shift the emphasis of risk management from the corrective function to
the preventive one. The description and specification of the process of risk management formed
the basis of the recommendations for management of investment projects at nuclear power plants.

Rising domestic demand for electricity makes power
generation enterprises implement investment projects for
reconstruction and modernization and for construction of new
capacities. Implementation of investment projects at power
generation enterprises is accompanied by a number of risks
that can lead to negative consequences, for example the
exceeded estimated costs. There is a question about the
necessity of designing risk management, which is aimed
at the achievement of planned project objectives with minimal
losses. The risk management of a project is an important part
of it. It is based on the principle statements of a management
system of a company.

A great contribution to the development of theoretical
principles and applied recommendations to solve the problems
of risk management implementation of investment projects
was made by such native and foreign scientists as: Gra-
cheva M. V., Kaplan R., Katasonov V. Yu., Korolkova E. M.,
Martsynkovskiy D. A., Simon P., Sekerina A. B., Hilson D., Shlo-
pakov A. V., Soin K., Collier P., Yima R., Castaneda J., Doolen T.,
Turko M. O., Tumer |, Malak R., Feng G., Chang-Richards Y.,
Wilkinson S., Ti Cun Li etc. [1 — 11]. The scientists Galsanov B. B.,

Manaienko I. M., Notovskyi P.V. [12 — 14] dedicated their
works to the organization of risk management at power distri-
bution enterprises. Zubakin V. A., Kalinchik V. P., Koko-
rina M. T., Pavlova O. C. [15 — 17] and others made a great
contribution to proving the necessity of risk management at
power generation enterprises.

However, these scientific achievements do not fully
include the specifics of Ukrainian realities. On the one hand,
these achievements are subject to the legislation require-
ments, and on the other hand, they are affected by the inter-
national factors.

That is why there is a need to develop conceptual
statements about the design of risk management of invest-
ment projects at power generation enterprises.

The object of the article is a scientific-methodical and
practical study of risk management of a project, which is
based on system, process and situational approaches.

The following theoretical and empirical methods were
used in the study: analysis and synthesis were used for
studying the scientific works on the topic and identifying those
issues that have not been fully investigated; a system
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approach was used for the definition of management of
investment projects and the expediency to integrate risk
management into the system; a process approach was used
for designing risk management of a project as a providing
process; a situational approach was used to consider the risk
management in terms of risk situations that other processes
of the system project have.

The development of nuclear energy and industry will
play an important role in the Energy Strategy of Ukraine up
to 2030. By 2030 the strategy will have involved the con-
struction and putting into operation new nuclear power
units [18, p. 55-56]:

« construction of power units No. 3, 4 of Khmelnytska
nuclear rower plant (NPP) (Kh3Kh4);

« construction of units at new nuclear sites;

+ construction of new units at the available nuclear
sites (including the replacement units to be decommissioned).

The Kh3Kh4 project was taken as a basis for further
research. For successful implementation it is reasonable to
project risk management, which will focus on the integration
of three key approaches in management: system, process
and situational.

Analysis of the feasibility study (FS) of project Kh3Kh4
revealed its key features, that form the risk background of the
investment project.

1. Implementation in the face of great bureaucracy.

The Cabinet of Ministers of Ukraine (CMU) approves
the feasibility study as the cost of the project exceeds
100 million USD.

However, before you approve the feasibility study in
the CMU, you must obtain permission of at least five go-
vernment agencies: the Ministry of Finance of Ukraine (MF),
the National Commission for State Regulation of Energy and
Utilities (NCSREU), the Ministry of Regional Development,
Construction and Housing and Communal Services of
Ukraine (Regional Development), The Ministry of the Energy
and Coal Industry of Ukraine (MECI), the Ministry of Justice
of Ukraine (MJ). The process of approval of the feasibility
study aims to achieve consensus between the company, which
implements the project, and these bodies. It lasts from 3 to
6 months. As a result, there is a risk of delay of the start of the
investment project, a renegotiation of its components, re-
approval of the project.

2. Capital intensity of the project.

The estimated project cost is 36 456 608 million UAH,
that is why budgetary appropriations and funds of the
company "Energoatom” are not enough for this project. So
funding for the project is possible involving credit from IFI
secured by the state guarantees.

3. Insufficient financial stability of the power gene-
ration enterprise.

The project will be implemented by loans. So there is
a question about the service of the loans. Therefore, finding
sources of loan repayment requires a clear justification. One
source is the inclusion of the investment component to the
tariff for selling electricity by nuclear power plants (NPPs).
In such case, there is difficulty in the process of harmoni-
zation of the project feasibility as to the tariff surcharge for
NPP and getting permission from the National Commission
for State Regulation of Energy and Ultilities, which sets rates.
The process of negotiations requires additional time that has
a negative impact on the financial stability of the company.

4. The long term realization.

The investment projects of building new power units at
nuclear power plants involve step-by-step works and im-
plementation of measures that focus on long-term realization.
The time length of investment expenditures and getting

benefits requires consideration of value changes of money in
time, inflation, changes in the political and economic situation
and uncertain result. However the peculiarity of the Kh3Kh4
project is also its implementation history, which goes back to
the mid-80s of the last century and continues to this day.

5. The political and economic situation.

The political, economic and social situation in the
country has become worse because of a series of negative
events such as revolution, changing political parties, a sweep
of hostilities in eastern Ukraine that has a great impact
on investments of enterprises in power generation and reali-
zation of investment projects. So as a result, the date
of putting power generation units Kh3Kh4 into operation was
changed from 2016 — 2017 to the years 2020 — 2021.

6. The uniqueness of the project.

Each project is unique with its own characteristics,
that are not identical to other similar projects. Construction of
a nuclear power unit is a high-tech performance and highly
intellectual complex work on the innovative basis, aimed at
the safe operation and smooth functioning after construction.
So the implementation of such a complex work requires
the attraction of highly skilled professionals with experience
in design, construction, putting into operation and operation
of nuclear power units.

For the design of risk management of a project it is
more reasonable to take into consideration the type of contract.
According to the approved edict of CMU of 4 July 2012 [19],
the Kh3Kh4 feasibility study indicated that the project had to
be realized. Accordingly, the main funding scheme was adopted:
20 % of units were to be paid by the tariff component of "Energo-
atom" and 80 % by were to be covered by loans, that would be
provided under the intergovernmental agreement between
Ukraine and the Russian Federation (RF) [20, p. 26]. However,
after signing the agreement, Russia has not fulfilled its obli-
gations. In addition, another factor that influenced the suspension
of the project was a political risk, which had not been taken into
consideration in the feasibility study. Thus, the neglect of po-
litical risk showed how important further implementation of risk
management to complete the project will be.

Nowadays the project conditions have changed and
one of the potential partners in completing the construction
of power units Kh3Kh4 can be the Czech company "Skoda" [21].
According to the agreement which had been signed between
Ukraine and Russia in accordance with the contract on
a "turnkey bases", Russia assumed a great part of the risks.
It is reasonable to distribute responsibilities between the
Ukrainian and Czech parties and other involved stakeholders
because conditions and sources of funding for the project
have changed. In this case, a solution to funding issues,
minimizing risks and delegation of responsibility is project
financing (PF). All project participants, risk assessment, pro-
ject operations are indicated in the PF schemes; responsibilities
for operations and risks and the ways to minimize them are
identified there.

It was planned within the project Kh3Kh4 to attract
such members as public authorities; a regulatory body; an
operating organization; a general contractor; an architectural
and engineering firm (the general designer); subcontractors;
a supplier of equipment and systems; a supplier of fuel;
consultants. However, if the future project is implemented
within the PF, according to the loan agreements and contracts
the participants of the project will be the lender, insurance
companies and guarantors. The main PF member is the
creditor, who accepts risks completely or partially related to
the implementation of the project. Payment obligations of the
loan recipient are paid solely or mainly due to cash proceeds,
that are received from the sale of the project.
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Including the high level of risk, each project participant
seeks to secure himself against default within the contracts.
Risk management is a system that involves step-by-step pro-
cedures aimed at achieving optimal results (in terms of profit-
ability and reliability), evaluation of risk situations and minimi-
zation of the project risks, providing financial stability for all the
project participants. It must be integrated into all phases of the
project and into the project management system in general.

Risk management must be integrated into the system
because the project management system consists of interrelated
elements such as people, structure, tasks, technologies and pro-
cesses. The integration of risk management of a project should
be implemented by means of a process approach, because busi-
ness processes (basis and providing) of the project management
are carriers of risk situations. In this case, risk management is
a preventive function, which ensures the integrity of project man-
agement and supports all business processes of the system.

According to paragraph 3.4.1 of the International
Standard 1SO 9000: 2005, a process is a set of interrelated
and interacting activities, which transforms inputs into out-
puts [22]. In this case, the business process of risk man-
agement (RM) can be presented schematically as shown
in Fig. 1.

The risk manager is responsible for the process, he
creates an organizational infrastructure for risk management
at the company and develops main provisions and guidelines
related to these activities. The ideological task of the risk
manager and his team is the development of the basic
principles of risk management in the organization [4, p. 66].
It is necessary to prescribe script actions for each subprocess
that a risk manager should follow. During implementation
of the business process he is responsible for correction of
the scripts according to the changes in the external and inter-
nal context process.

If the business process gets the code PrP.1, its
components will get the subprocess codes PrP.1.1, PrP.1.2 ...
PrP.1.n. Subprocesses of RM are: risk identification, analysis,
evaluation of the identified risks, development of a risk
management plan, monitoring and risk control, preparing
reports on risks etc. According to the international standard
ISO 31000: 2009 "Risk Management — Principles and Guid-
ance" [23], the business process of RM interacts with such
components as communication and consultation, the database
of the project risks, setting the context. A detailed scheme of
the business process is shown in Fig. 2.

The business process RM, which is a providing
process should be focused on supporting the basic processes
of the project. These include: BP.1 Design; BP.2 Purchase of

goods; BP.3 Construction work; BP.4 Putting into operation;
BP.5 Operation. Each basic process has a subprocess, which
is implemented step by step. Integrity and sequence of
subprocesses of basic processes depend on the integrated
process RM. Fig. 3 shows the function of subprocesses
providing the process RM in accordance with the basic
processes of project management. Moreover it is expedient to
note that subprocesses PrP.1.1 — 1.4 (identification, analysis,
risk assessment and development activities of management
work in parallel with the BP.1 (design) and PrP.1.5 (risk
monitoring) works during the implementation of the process
BP.2 — 5 (Procurement of goods, Construction, Commissioning,
Operation). The approach involves prevention of project risks
and leads it to a successful completion.

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Kh3Kh4 feasibility study includes the concept of
governance, which involves such business processes as:
development and keeping to schedules, quality assurance,
cost management [24, p. 9]. Risk management in this concept
takes place in block decisions on the implementation of
corrective measures, i.e. risks are taken into consideration
after becoming apparent. In the authors' view, this approach is
not effective because it does not perform a preventive function.
These business processes at power generation enterprises
refer to support processes (providing processes). So a block
diagram of providing project management processes Kh3Kh4
including the statements of risk management is shown in Fig. 4.

Risk management of the project, which is integrated
into the management system, must correspond to the following
characteristics [1, p. 64—65]:

1) application of a systematic approach to risk
management, which involves integrity, complexity, system's
ability to integrate new elements;

2) integration with the risk management of each par-
ticipant who is involved in the project, i.e. correspondence to

the strategies of economic security, companies, banks, insurance
companies, etc., and operational features;

3) correspondence of goals and objectives of the
project, defining the highly specific nature of decisions within
the project management system;

4) focus on risk situations that affect the deterioration
of the financial stability of the company;

5) support to other basic and providing business
processes for successful implementation of the project.

Risk management is an effective tool for monitoring
deviations in individual business processes, that take direct
part in the implementation of an investment project. Constant
monitoring and control of risk-making factors, abnormal and
emergency situations can prevent the emergency and increase
the effectiveness of the investment project. The systems approach
gives an opportunity to identify the investment project management
system, its elements and processes (risk management is integrated
into them). The process approach in management of the investment
project makes it possible to implement new business processes
and support its basic and providing processes.

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Designing risk management of investment projects,
which is implemented by power generation enterprises, requires
a combination of system, process and situational approaches
for visualization of management of their basic stages. The de-
composition project management system can prevent risk
situations by using the tools of risk management.

The originality of the study is in the improvement of the
investment project management concepts of the development
of scientific and methodological basis for designing risk man-
agement, using the system, process and situational approaches
on the integration basis in risk management and turning the
focus of the risk management from the corrective function to
a preventive one. It is based on the determination of the back-
ground of the risks that are specific for a certain investment
project at a power generation enterprise.

The practical value of the study is in the detailed de-
scription of the process of risk management for the investment
project at the plant.

Further scientific research will be focused on the eval-
uation of procedure effectiveness in risk management in the
context of the feasibility of using its equipment.

TARGET PARAMETERS OF ENTERPRISE
INNOVATIVE DEVELOPMENT PLANNING

L. Ligonenko

The target parameters of innovative development have been substantiated based on a bench-
marking approach; propositions have been developed as to the creation of corporate target
systems of innovativeness and the list of indicators of an enterprise innovative development plan.

The following methods of research have been used: critical analysis of Ukraine's government
strategic documents, in particular the Strategy-2020 and the system of indexes of the official
statistics of Ukraine; comparative analysis based on the Global Innovation Index (Gll) and the European
Innovation Scoreboard (EIS).

One of the key issues in the development of routine documents (policy, strategy or program)
is the definition the goals and indexes of the innovative development plan.

Regardless of the fact that the strategy of sustainable development "Ukraine-2020" deter-
mines the innovative direction of the economy, it does not contain any indicators that characterize
innovative processes or their effects at the micro level. So, the methods of international systems
for assessment of innovativeness Gll and EIS have been described. A comparative analysis
of performance indicators of Ukraine and other countries in the EU and around the world has been
made; priority directions of making efforts to increase innovativeness of Ukrainian enterprises have
been defined.

Enterprises have been offered to create their own corporate target systems of innovation,
which are an inherent part of their plans of innovative development. Decomposition of target
indicators of innovativeness have been proposed. Recommendations for listing performance
indicators have been given and the necessary preconditions for using them have been defined.

The proposed approaches should be the basis for the development of state-level methodo-
logical guidelines for economic entities in order to plan their innovative development and they
should be used at enterprises.

THE METHODOLOGY OF INNOVATION DEVELOPMENT
EVALUATION USING NEURO-FUZZY MODELING

In a globalized economy the tasks of the control, monitoring and evaluation of the level
of innovative development, prediction of its dynamics are very important for both individual com-
panies and territories on the whole.

However, the implementation and evaluation of innovative economic activities take place
under the conditions of considerable uncertainty, so the use of intelligent decision support systems
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based on mathematical and computer processing of uncertainty becomes a necessity. New
modeling possibilities are provided by the combination of the fuzzy set theory tools and neural
network instruments which is supported by relevant software.

To solve the problem, the use of hybrid neuro-fuzzy systems which combine the elements of
fuzzy logic and neural networks has been proposed. The subsystem ANFIS from the Matlab
simulation environment has been considered and used as a tool for the creation of an appropriate
model of such neuro-fuzzy systems.

The structuring of factors determining the level of innovation has been developed and a for-
malized statement of the problem has been given in the modeling.

The architecture of the corresponding system of fuzzy inference in the form of a neuro-fuzzy
network ANFIS, which implements the fuzzy inference system Sugeno has been presented
and described. The sequence of the development and implementation of the computer model has
been presented in detail. An example of practical calculations of the developed model has been
supplied and the main results have been analyzed.

On the basis of the constructed model the impact of factors and conditions on the rating
of innovation development has been estimated. The proposed approach to the use of the neuro-
fuzzy model of innovative development evaluation makes it possible to predict the rating in the
future. The results have confirmed the possibility of practical application of such models to

predicting the total rating of innovative development.
