The military invasion of Ukraine’s territory brought great damage to the entire tourism industry. At once, tour-
ism ceased to function throughout the country, making it one of the most affected sectors of the economy.
This leds to the search for the solution to the problem of the tourism industry functioning during the war and
the prospects for the future. However, ethnographic tourism did not stand out as a separate direction. That is
why the article is devoted to the problem of the post-war development of ethnographic tourism in Ukraine. The
aim of the paper is to investigate the prospects and restoration mechanisms of ethnographic tourism on our
country after the end of the military conflict. For a more appropriate picture, it was analyzed the mechanisms
of revival, strategies for the development and functioning of tourism in countries such as Israel, Croatia, and
Georgia, which also experienced hostilities on their territories. Studying the experience of these countries will
make it more expedient to formulate a strategy for the post-war development of tourism in Ukraine, in par-
ticular, ethnographic tourism. Ethnographic tourism aimed at understanding the historical and cultural heritage
of the people living in a certain territory. This type of tourism in Ukraine is a promising direction for develop-
ment. This is facilitated by rich ethnographic resources and a unique historical and cultural heritage. Ethno-
graphic tourism is a factor in the revival and development of national cultures, through the search for forgot-
ten traditional crafts, the creation of craftsmanship school, the preservation and popularization of language,
traditions, rites, customs, etc. Thus, ethnographic tourism is based on the idea of preserving, multiplying and
passing on to descendants the historical and cultural heritage. The above-mentioned features of the ethno-
graphic tourism lead to the need a management system development for this type of tourist activity, where
the role of the state is a priority. Since the private sector will not be able to fully coordinate advertising activi-
ties, to contribute to the national ethnographic tourism product in the competition on the international market,
especially after the end of the war, to contribute to the creation and promotion of unique Ukrainian brands.
